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A Colorado Program Supporting 
Local Restoration Projects

Background

Since the establishment of the Colorado Healthy Rivers Fund in 2003, over 125,000 citizens have donated nearly $1,100,000 to fund more than 80 local water enhancement projects in Colorado, spanning the seven major river basins.
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The Fund grants money to on-the-ground projects that contribute to cleaner water, healthier wildlife habitat, and improved recreation throughout our State and is administered through Colorado Water Conservation Board in association with the Water Quality Control Division and the Colorado Watershed Assembly.

Facts
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· Local watershed groups use CHRF grants to leverage larger sums of money from private and government sources.
· The program is included in Tax Check-off Colorado, a voluntary contribution program for State Taxpayers.
· Projects funded by the Colorado Healthy Rivers Fund are matched with an average of $6 for every $1 donated.
· Applications to receive funding from CHRF are due April 30 of each year.
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Project Profile
Groundwork Denver (GWD)

River Restoration & Riparian Re-vegetation 2015
(Healthy Rivers Fund $15,000)
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Groundwork Denver Youth Green Teams and volunteers removed invasive Russian Olive trees over a two-mile stretch (approximately 40 acres) in the Denver section of Bear Creek and took inventory of Purple Loosestrife in the Bear Creek Natural Area as part of invasive management control. In addition, GWD applied a sand/paint mixture to protect native trees from beavers, removed an estimated 2,000 pounds of trash from riparian areas, and collected data on the size and health of 219 native cottonwood trees.
